THE BOOK OF JAMES CHAPTER 1 VERSES 2 & 5

ear brothers and sisters whenever
Dtrouble comes your way let it be an

opportunity for joy. For when your faith
is tested your endurance has a chance to grow.
So let it grow. For when your endurance or your
patience is fully developed you will be strong in
character and ready for anything. And in verse
five —If you need wisdom —if you want to know
what God wants you to do-ask Him and He will
gladly tell you.

Now it’s interesting that after he talks about
trials he goes on to talk about wisdom; this is a
real nugget as it tells us how we are going to get
through those trials, with God’s wisdom. It’s
important for us to know that temptation does
not come from God. We are tempted by the evil
one or when we are drawn away by our own lust.
James talks about withstanding temptation and
about getting rid of the filth and bad attitudes in
your life so that you can have a life of true
wisdom and true godliness.

To start off with let’s look at joy in trials. This
is a verse that I’'m sure many of us have heard
quoted many times. Whenever trials come your
way my brethren, count it all joy when you fall
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into various trials and temptations.

In James Chapter 1 verse 2 we are told to
consider it pure joy when we are surrounded by
temptations. This is not a new idea at all for
Christians. Paul said in Romans 5:3 that we
should glory or be joyful in our tribulations. Again
in Matthew 5:11-12 Jesus said;

11 Blessed are ye, when men shall
revile you, and persecute you, and
shall say all manner of evil against
you falsely, for my sake. 12 Rejoice,
and be exceeding glad: for great is
your reward in heaven: for so
persecuted they the prophets which
were before you.

Back to James he is not only talking here of
our choices, but of our attitudes and mindset
toward the inevitable temptations we face in life.
